The chance that they will get
the red one is the same chance that any man in human history would fulfill 8 prophecies
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2. The chance that any man would fulfill 48 prophecies is 1 in 10

A. The object we will use in this illustration is the atomic particle cafled the electron

B. To count one inch of electrons at 250/minute would take 19,000,000 years.

C. Take one cube of electrons (take 19,000,000 x 19,000,000 x 19,000,000 years to count
them) and put a red check on one of them. Mix them all together and blindfold a person and
let them pick one electron from the cube. The chance that they will get the red one is the
same chance that any man in all of human history would fulfill 48 prophecies.
